COLD AND FLU SEASON IS HERE

Influenza offlu is highly contagious. It spreads easily from par® person, primarily when an infected persorgbsu
or sneezes. When this happens, tiny droplets icomggflu virus fly through the air and into thedyoof another person
through his or her eyes, nose and mouth. Chamedbat person will then develop the flu. Onceatéd, a person is
contagious from the day before symptoms appeakrapproximately 5 days after the illness begins.

DO NOT SEND your child to school on the bu# you suspect there is significant illness. Tilmecessarily exposes
busmates and classmates and negatively affectsetith and wellbeing of the rest of the school.u Yimay call the

If you know your child is running a fever, it istreogood idea to simply give Tylenol and send tbarto school. As
soon as the medicine wears off, you are apt tahgetireaded call from the nurse to leave work amme to pick up
your feverish child.

Children must be without a fever and on antibigtitprescribed, and have befaver free without using fever-
reducing medication for a minimum of 24 hoursprior to return to school, per recommendatiorhef$chool physi-
cian.

How to Avoid the Flu

People can take several simple steps to protectstlges and their loved ones from the flu.

Get a flu shot. This year plan to get both thesspal flu shot and the H1N1 flu shot. Childrerotigh 9 years of
age require 2 doses of the HIN1 vaccine, and hisedasonal flu if they have never received onerbef

Wash your hands frequently with soap and warm waleach children the same healthy habits.

Cover your nose and mouth when you cough and snpeferably with a facial tissue, or cough intayelbow
instead of your hand. Promptly discard used ¢éissthen wash your hands.

Do not share water bottles, drinking cups, eatiregsils, etc.

If you are sick with cough and fever, stay homerfwork or school until you recover, and have bieser free
without using fever-reducing medication for a mininum of 24 hours. Please do not send ill students to school.
Contact your medical provider if you are experiagcéevere symptoms that you believe require meditettion.
