I’'m sure by now everyone has heard various accafrttee impact the Governor’s budget will
have on the schools of New York. What the Govehas proposed is a $1.1 billion reduction in stae a
to schools for the 2010-2011 school year. How ihatrived at is a combination of different actiolms
the budget proposal the Governor recommended eEGamation Adjustment (GEA) for all districts.
For our school district that amounts to losing $336.00. Obviously that is a very large sum of nyoioe
lose from our school budget.

To offset the elimination of funds he has recomdsehtaking the remaining money from the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), Wwhicas a two year commitment from the Federal
Government to each and every state. The Goverrsocdramitted the remaining $726 million to being
distributed among our schools to offset the Gamlation. Unfortunately, after this year there waidl
longer be any stimulus funds available unless Wagbn extends funding to the states in some other
way.

The proposal also includes the freezing of ourkinelergarten funding for the next two years.
This means that any increases in cost to the rgnofiour Pre K will have to come from a local saito
continue funding our program at the current level.

Ultimately the Governor’s proposal results instaid to the district being reduced by a total of
$231,908.00. Add to this the fact that the firdireate of expenses for the 2010-2011 school yegr su
gests an increase in operating cost to be approeiynd435,353.00. For the district to operatehatdur-
rent tax level, combined with the loss of state aid must cut our budget by some $667,261.00.
