 It is times like these that make this simple gesture of thank you far more meaningful to me as the Su-
perintendent of Schools. The School Board and I recognize the difficulties of our economic times and the pres-
sure that is put on all of you as residents of this district. What makes this even more difficult are the responsi-
bilities that we have for the children we serve. 
 
 The first thank you we extend is to those of you who came to school and voted in support of the budget 
that was presented and passed on May 18th. To those of you that could not support our proposal, I can only 
hope that in the future we may offer a budget that you can vote yes on. The second thank you goes out to our 
teaching staff. What an incredibly insightful and caring group of people we have teaching your children. Their 
recognition of our troubled times and willingness to give, as I stated in the newspaper, is one of the finest acts 
of community I have experienced in twenty-three years as an educator. The third thank you is to the non-union 
or administrative group here at school that never once suggested that there was any other option but to accept 
the insurance that is less expensive for the district. Those three acts have put the district in a position to spend 
the next year educating children without having depleted our staff. 
 
 Of course, this is not to suggest that we are over our troubled times. We recognize that the future, eco-
nomically, does not hold great promise. Yet we face it with the same resolve that we have in the past: together 
we can accomplish anything! The challenges will be faced with the same commitments of educating children 
in a way that does not crush the very spirit that makes Harrisville the community it always has been and will 
continue to be in the future. But you have to work together. 
 
 In the seven years I have served this wonderful community and district, this was one of the more con-
cerning years in the face of adversity; however, we came together and accomplished the task at hand in order 
to serve the next generation of adults in our society. I believe that this is something to be very proud of. 
 
 There will be a next generation of leaders here at school along with a change in teachers and I can only 
hope that you all will continue to work as one to make this the best possible place for children to thrive and 
succeed.

� On June 30th a man that has served his community and the children of 
its school district will step away from his role as School Board member.

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The month of May has been a whirlwind of testing mania for students and teachers in Harrisville and in all of 
New York State.  In May of this year, students in grades 3-8 took the math and ELA State Assessments.  Once 
they finished these assessments, 3-8 students were required to sit for a state mandated field test.  The state 
mandated field test was administered by all schools in New York State. 

Students in grade 8 and 4 have more exams to take.  They will be required to take the Science Performance 
Exam on May 25th and 27th and the science written portion on June 7th.  On June 14th and 15th, 8th grade stu-
dents will also sit for the State Social Studies exam.  This is the first time 8th grade students will have to return 
to school on the first day of Regents exams on June 15th.  Please note this calendar date.  It is required that all 
8th grade students sit for part one and part two of the grade 8 Social Studies exam.  Therefore, on June 15th, 8th 
grade students will be picked up at the regular morning time.  Their testing will begin at 8:30 and should be 
completed by 10:30.  If you can arrange transportation home for your child, it will be helpful.  If not, students 
will be supervised until 2:51 and can ride the bus home at the end of the day. 

Most importantly, for all grade 6 students, their last day will be June 14th.  Sixth grade students are no 
longer required to attend through Regents week.   

Students who will be juniors and seniors in the fall will have an opportunity to take courses at Harrisville for 
college credit.  Harrisville is partnering with North Country Community College to offer college credit bearing 
courses.  Students who participate in these courses will be required to pay $50 per three credit course and they 
will receive a full transcript upon request.  This is a large savings compared to taking college courses on cam-
pus.  Some students could have a full year of college completed by the time they graduate from Harrisville.  In 
the near future, parents of incoming juniors and seniors will be receiving letters with full details about the pro-
gram and about an informational meeting to be held in the library. 

For the fall, a new driving law passed by New York State will be included in the paperwork for all students 
seeking to drive to school.  The law that was passed in February of 2010 states, “it is illegal for someone under 
18 to drive with more than one non-family passenger younger than 21, unless the driver’s parent or guardian is 
in the car.”  This law is designed to decrease the number of teen fatalities involved in car accidents. 

Lastly, as the year comes to a close, students in grades 9-12 will be taking local final exams and some students 
will take Regents exams. For some students, these exams could be the difference between passing and failing a 
course.  So that your child does well on all exams, please encourage them to continue to do their homework, 
study and get plenty of sleep.  The schedules for all exams are printed in this edition of the Glances.  Please 
post the schedule at home. If you have any questions about exam deadlines or administration times, please call 
the main office at 543-2920.

Any member of that class is welcome to call Mrs. Chartrand, 543-2920, to obtain their immunization record.  
Requests for immunization records must be made PRIOR TO June 30, 2010. 
 
ATTENDANCE/EXCUSES - There are many students in grades PreK-12 who owe excuses for days they 
were either absent or tardy from school.  Please send in these excuses as soon as possible, as the school is re-
quired by NYS law to keep them on file to validate whether or not absences are excused or unexcused. 
 
PERFECT ATTENDANCE  – Middle School & High School Students will be awarded a Perfect Attendance 
Certificate only if they have been in attendance daily for the full day with no absences, tardiness or early dis-
missals. K-5 students are awarded certificates, based on the same criteria, at Elementary Award Day. 
 
FINAL REPORT CARDS  - The final report cards for grades 6-12 will be sent home during the week of 
June 28th – July 2nd.  NOTE:  If your son or daughter has any outstanding obligations such as:  lunch 
charges, library books, textbooks, excuses, etc., the final report cards will not be mailed home, but held in 
the main office until all obligations are met. 
Elementary report cards will be sent home with students on June 23rd if all outstanding obligations are met. 
 
COURSE FAIL LETTERS  – Letters will be mailed home on a rolling basis as the guidance office is notified 
of course failures.  Please call the guidance office if you have questions about the option of summer school. 
 
HONOR ROLL -  
· To qualify for the High Honor Roll , a student must have an average of 90.0 or above in all academic sub-

jects and have passed all courses during that report period with no incompletes. 
· To qualify for Honor Roll, a student must have an average of at least 85.0, but below 90.0, and have 

passed all courses taken during that report period with no incompletes. 
· A failing grade in physical education will cause the student to be ineligible for the Honor/High Honor Roll. 
· Honor roll eligibility depends on the marking period (term) grade, not the examination grade.
